

	Year 6 National Curriculum Statements – Reading Comprehension
	maintain positive attitudes to reading and understanding of what they read by:

R: continuing to read and discuss an increasingly wide range of fiction, poetry, plays, non-fiction and reference books or textbooks

	Lesson Structure
	
Lesson Starter (10 minutes)
Nelson Comprehension text read out to the class by the teacher. Children to follow with their finger. 
Teacher to clarify meanings of any new/unknown vocabulary.
Children to re-read the text to a partner/chorally
Children to answer six questions from Nelson verbally/in books.

Input/Task (20/25 minutes)
Quick book introduction and summary of the book.
Spine text extract read out to the class by the teacher. Children to follow with their finger.
Children to identify unknown words. Discuss meanings of any new/unknown vocabulary.
Children to read text individually
Teacher to pose questions to the children orally (linked to VIPERS lesson focus). Children to always justify answer. 
Teacher to read out questions that the children will be answering in books. Develop skimming and scanning techniques with ‘Fastest finger first’ to locate answers in the text. Orally share ideas.
[bookmark: _heading=h.gjdgxs]Model structures for answering different questions. Model full answers for 3 mark questions.
Children to write answers to 5/6 questions in books.

Plenary (5/10 minutes)
Teacher to discuss with the children the text extract e.g. how it fits into the rest of the book/story
Teacher/children as a class could construct a comparison grid for different fiction/non-fiction texts.
Teacher/children as a class could create semantic grids of texts to help categorise key information
Teacher/children as a class could construct a summary of text – oral/bullet points
Teacher/children could create a Venn diagram to demonstrate similarities and differences between plots, characters, settings etc.
Teacher/children could summarise each of the main characters.
Teacher to provide a statement from the text and ask children to discuss to what extent they agree with the statement e.g. ‘If you get knocked down you must pick yourself up and try again’- to what extent do you agree with this statement? How does it relate to our class text?
Teacher/children to recap the vocabulary from the lesson and create a vocabulary map which can be added to throughout the teaching sequence and displayed on the working wall - encourage children to use the vocabulary in their writing.
[bookmark: _heading=h.30j0zll]Create a role on the wall of one of the characters.
Teacher to create some speech for one of the characters from the story. The children to decide whether that character could have said it or not. 
[bookmark: _heading=h.6r65fvdqy4ta]Children imagine they have found a rucksack belonging to a character in the story. What do they think would be inside it?

	Year 6 - Vocabulary
	· evaluate how the authors’ use of language impacts upon the reader
· find examples of figurative language and how this impacts the reader and contributes to meaning or mood.

· explore the meaning of words in context by ‘reading around the word’ and independently explore its meaning in the broader context of a section or paragraph.

	Year 6 Inference
	· drawing inferences such as inferring characters’ feelings, thoughts and motives from their actions, and justifying inferences with evidence.
· discuss how characters change and develop through texts by drawing inferences based on indirect clues.
· make inferences about events, feelings, states backing these up with evidence.
· infer characters’ feelings, thoughts and motives, giving more than one piece of evidence to support each point made. They can draw evidence from different places across the text

· Retrieve, record and present information from a wide variety of non-fiction texts.
· Ask my own questions and follow a line of enquiry.

	Year 6 Summarise
	· summarise information from across a text and link information by analysing and evaluating ideas between sections of the text.
· summarising the main ideas drawn from more than one paragraph, identifying key details to support the main ideas
· make comparisons across different books.
· summarise entire texts, in addition to chapters or paragraphs, using a limited amount of words or paragraphs.
	· What is the main point of the text?
· Can you look in this paragraph? What does the author mean? Is it mentioned anywhere else?
· Sum up what has happened so far in… words/seconds or less.
· Can you read the text and summarise what has happened?
· Which is the most important point in these paragraphs? Why?
· Do any sections/paragraphs deal with the same themes?
